Faith Words
Dig Site 1

Prayer – A conversation with God that includes both talking and listening.  We can pray anytime, anywhere, about anything.

Dig Site 2

Obey - To do what God wants us to do.  God wants us to obey (do) what He tells us in the Bible.

Dig Site 3

Revere - To feel great honor and respect toward someone or something, and to show this in words or actions.

Dig Site 4

Holy - To be perfect, complete, and pure, or to be set apart for God’s use only.  God is holy.  He is different from all other beings, and everything about Him is good and perfect.

Dig Site 5

Choices - Decisions about what to do.  We make right choices when we obey God.  We make wrong choices when we disobey God.

Dig Site 6

Anoint - To put oil on someone’s head.  Kings, priests, and prophets were anointed in the Bible.  This act showed that God had chosen them to do something important for Him.

Dig Site 7

Faithful - Dependable and trustworthy.  God is always faithful.  We can trust Him to keep His promises.  God expects His people to be faithful to Him and to others.

Dig Site 8

Trust - To believe that God is good and always keeps His promises.  People who trust God depend on Him and obey Him.

Dig Site 9

Accountable – To be responsible for one’s actions.

Dig Site 10

Heart - A person’s inner being.  The heart is where our thoughts, feelings, desires, character, and choices come from.

Dig Site 11

Faith - Trust in God that leads people to believe what God has said, depend on Him, and obey Him.

Dig Site 12

Jealousy - Feelings of envy, dislike, or hostility toward someone who has something you want.

Dig Site 13

Refuge - A place of safety in a time of danger

Dig Site 14

Righteous - To be in right relationship with God, and to obey Him because of that relationship.  To be right or good in thoughts, words, and actions.

Peacemaker - One who tries to help people who are angry or upset with each other to get along peacefully. 

Dig Site 16

Sovereign - Power to rule without limits.  God is sovereign.  His power to rule is not limited in any way, except when He limits himself.  He is fully in charge.

Blessing - A good gift from God that brings joy, such as mercy, approval, or another kind of gift.

Honor - To show how great God is.  We honor God when we say good things about Him.  We also honor God when we love and obey Him.

Promise - To give your word that you will or will not do something.  God always does what He says He will do.

Repent/Repentance - To turn away from sin and turn to God.  To feel sorry for sin, ask for forgiveness, and decide to live for God
